Орієнтовні ситуації для дискусії:
1. What is the public attitude to refugees in your country? In what ways do you think the society is racist? What does discrimination depend upon? colour? race? nationality? language? religion? culture? What is the image of the word 'foreigner' in your country? How tolerant is your society to homosexuals? to AIDS infected?
2. Debate the following: 'Our system of education does not prepare us for the future'. What's the purpose of exams? Do you think any rating system puts pressure on people and makes our society too competitive?
3. How possessive are people nowadays? Do you feel your friends are rivals to you in any way? What do you have in common with your friends? How is your generation different from your parents'? Is ‘generation gap 'unavoidable?
4. Should governments carry out the policy of language 'purity'? What particular measures, if any, should be taken in Ukraine to promote Ukrainian language throughout the country and avoid 'language conflicts'?
5. What are the best ways of popularization of classics? Is it necessary to do so? Compare books and watching television. Debate the idea: 'Literature will not survive the next century'? And classical music?
6. What is 'white lies'? Can you justify it? What are your honesty standards in your society? Should we maintain the standard of honesty? Can we say advertising industry uses 'white lies' or it's an implicit manipulation of people's mind?
7. How important is home for people? Are the homeless social or individual problems? What kind of people would you expect to find living in different areas of your city? Which type of ideal housing do you prefer? Why? What are the advantages and disadvantages of living in each type of housing, e.g. far from the shops, difficult to get to know your neighbours etc.?
8. Is emigrating a solution? Name the advantages and disadvantages of emigration. What can make people emigrate? How do you think about living in other countries? How long do you think a person can live far from his/her native country? Is it necessary to have this kind of experience?
9. What do you think about sports? Is this phenomenon really necessary for humans? How important is it in your life? What kinds of sports do you like watching? Have you ever taken part in sports competition? Describe your experience. What is the social role of sports
10. What does "freedom of speech" mean? Please provide a definition and some examples. How do you feel about freedom of speech for everyone, even if some people might perceive message as extremely offensive? Who should decide if something should be censored? Why do you think so? How might censorship be important to military affairs?
